Report: Fauquier’s unsheltered homeless count more than triples

FAUQUIER TIMES STAFF WRITER

A cold rain fell on parts of Fauquier on Jan. 

25, and the temperature never topped 40 degrees. 

But rather than stay bundled up at home, social 

workers and volunteers trudged into the woods, 

through parking lots and around cheap motels.

One by one, they counted 37 Fauquier residents 

who had no option but to tough out the cold and 

sleep outdoors that night.
The count was one step in a process that re-

vealed a startling truth: The number of unshel-

tered homeless found in Fauquier County that 

night had more than tripled, rising from 11 to 37 

in one year.
Meanwhile, the number of homeless children 

across Virginia’s “planning district 9” – an area 

that includes Fauquier, Culpeper, Madison, Or-

ange and Rappahannock counties – jumped 25%, 

from 63 to 92.
